Using Rechargeable Battery

The user does not have to remove the battery for
normal operation. If the battery is discharged
completely, the user must connect the AC adapter
and charge the unit for a minimum of 15 minutes in
order to use the unit while charging. Once the unit
has charged the battery enough, then the user can
continue to use the unit while the unit is being
charged. In the event that the battery has to be
replaced, the user must power off the unit, push
the battery latch, the battery door will pop open.
The user can remove the old battery and insert the
new battery and close battery door.

Important Points When Using Battery Power

» The Pebble-mini should ONLY be used with the
included battery. Using other battery will void the
unit warranty. Contact Enhanced Vision for
replacements.

» Using new battery, your Pebble-mini should last
about 2 — 3 hours when fully charged depending
on the brightness level. The total usage time will
gradually reduce with subsequent charges.

Battery Charging Procedure

on while charging. Connect the unit to the AC adaptor for 15
minutes prior to turning on the Pebble-mini.

« If the Pebble-mini battery is not completely drained, then you can
continue to use your Pebble-mini while it is being charged using the
AC adaptor and USB cabile.

* When the Pebble-mini is plugged into a computer using the USB
cable, the unit will charge but cannot be used at this time.
